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Patriarchy survives by refusing to see the movement of life as it is. If he is unaware of this, then he is off‑center—just another vested force of ignorance. Ignorance is ignorance; it is the unilateral cause of war and discontent no matter how it is dressed up. The Pope is obliged to learn the truth, for without it, how is he to lead anyone toward the truth of Jesus—the One truth that includes all. Eternal recurrence is happening whether we agree or not. And “not to know it is blindness that works evil.”
Humility is the anchoring principle of divine exchange.
Humility restores alignment by returning the self to the movement it belongs to.
